Dear Fellow Coaches,

Feedback from many sources indicates that there has been a gradual improvement in the standards of our Club, District and County players and this is down almost entirely to the work put in by Coaches within clubs and those working with District and County players on behalf of the Dorset Cricket Board.





It is also a reflection of the quality of the Coach Education programme and the local delivery by our team of tutors has been praised by Gary Worgan the Regional Performance Manager so again my thanks go to Rob Newton, Greg Parsons, Tom Snape, Joff Webb and Zac Waters for their dedication and commitment to a very intensive and busy programme of coach education.  Coaches like players need to continually update themselves and adopt new ideas whilst retaining those that have been successful. Therefore it is vitally important for coaches to attend courses and conferences where possible and this commitment to Continuous Professional Development has been evident from our Coaching Team.





With one eye on the future, some of you may know that we are moving the Development Office to the new ground at the Leaze in Wimborne. This is partly financial and also to help us concentrate on our core ECB requirements of which Coach education and Coach development are primary targets.


I am aiming to develop the roles of the head Coaches to offer more support to Coaches within clubs in their districts and to try and help raise the bar further in terms of coaching standards in the Focus clubs and clubs with junior sections and also ensure that we have enough coaches, particularly female coaches to cope with the booming demand for girls Cricket that we are witnessing already.


The Development Office will run little or no entry level course ourselves but  will concentrate on the District and County programmes whilst giving support to clubs to train and develop existing and new coaches to meet demand and  to improve quality.





Other breaking news is that the ECB are looking to reward minor Counties financially whenever we produce a player that makes it to a first Class Academy and beyond so finally we will see tangible reward for all the effort going in at Club and County level. Once again many thanks to all the coaches out their in the field and have a fantastic and successful summer.

ECB CA Reward & Recognition





The ECB CA run a programme called reward & recognition for coaches in three categories:


Cat 1 – Outstanding services to cricket


Cat 2 – Outstanding Coaching achievement – inspirational


Cat 3 – Young coach of the year (under 25).





Selected regional groups are are entertained to an England match with food and accommodation and receive a certificate, filmed by sky. Last year we had Hugh Shakell, John Sibley and Paul Tweddle selected for the regional honours. This is John’s account:





“Unbeknown to me, the Dorset Cricket Coaches Association had very kindly nominated me for a Sky Sports Coach Award. Even more surprising was the fact that the Sky team had accepted this nomination and invited me to join them at the first One Day International between England and Australia. I was delighted to accept this offer, and particularly so, as I had never been to an International at the recently developed Brit Oval or indeed attended a Day/Night match. 





Eight coaches had been selected and I was pleased to find out that Hugh Shackell and his wife Margaret, who do such good work with the Dorset Girls sides, were also there. After a coffee, we were shown to our seats and were able to watch both sides going through their pre-match routines. This is something that always fascinates me and I was impressed with the thoroughness with which both teams approached their drills.





Before the start of the match, we were escorted on to the pitch where we were to receive our Coaching Achievement Certificates from Nick Knight. This was recorded by the Sky Sports team and was shown on the big screen. We even received applause from the crowd although I am not sure if they knew what was actually happening.





We were treated to a superb lunch before taking our places to watch the match. Although, England restricted the Aussies to 260 – 5, they just failed to win the match by 4 runs. Adil Rashid with 10 overs for 37 and a well constructed 31 runs looked a great prospect but with Shah stepping on his wicket and Luke Wright being run out off a wide, the luck and victory went to the Australians.





It was a superb day out and I am indebted to the Coaches Association for my nomination. If I had one regret, it would be that Clive Hayward, who has assisted me for 14 years was not similarly recognised. Although we would have liked one more year with our present team, apparently, 2009 has probably been our last season coaching the boys and we leave knowing that we have encouraged a considerable number to enjoy this great game and that many of them have gone on to represent the Minor Counties side.”





This year, Phil Calcott and Jon Armfield have been nominated & I look forward to their accounts of their day watching England (Cardiff?).

Coach Education Annual Report


It has been another successful year in Dorset in regards to coach education. The County have run 3 UKCC Level 1’s which has included 65 candidates overall. 16 people attended the UKCC Level 2 that was run in November and a further 13 coaches attended the Club Coach Award (the most number of candidates in its short 3 year history). We have managed to spread the courses around the County to make them accessible to all. Venues used have been St Osmond’s Community Sports Centre, Dorset Cricket Centre and Lytchett Manor Sports Centre. Thank you to all the facility managers for hosting these events and for providing a friendly and safe environment.





Trevor Shales and Tom Snape who both attended the first ever Club Coach Award 2 years ago have gone on to attend the UKCC Level 3 this past year. Both Joff Webb, a leading coach and tutor in the north of the county, and Ray Gunn, Girls County U13’s, are currently on the ECB’s UKCC Level 3 list for the 2010/11 programme.





The County also ran another Working in School module for those coaches that are going to be plying their skills within the school environment. Four Cricket for Teachers courses have been arranged throughout the County this summer enabling cricket to become self sustaining in the future at the schools level.





Plans are also in place to add Matthew Keech to the Dorset Cricket Board tutor team. As the County Head Coach he has been identified to attend the tutor and assessor training in the Autumn of 2010 to add his vast knowledge base and experience to the team.





Rob Newton has been identified by the ECB to continue his professional development and attend the Field Base Training (FBT) and Internal Verifier (IV) training this coming Autumn. These are 2 critical roles needed to help tutor teams continually develop their skills. Currently the County do not have an FBT or IV in place and have had to rely on outside assistance in this area. With Rob’s name being put forward for this training it underlies the quality of work the County are currently producing through their programme.





I would personally like to thank Rob Newton, Tom Snape, Joff Webb, Zach Waters and Andy Martin for the work this past year to support the delivery of the courses.

West Dorset Cricket 2009/10





In October/November around 120 young cricketers were invited to attend 3 assessment seasons over age groups 10-15 from the start of October. From those 120, 6 squads of between 16-18 young cricketers were selected by a team of coaches coming from an assortment of clubs from all over West Dorset. Each assessment session was run with a fun and learning environment which gave each player the chance to show off their skills over the three weeks. 


Since last year’s intake the West has managed to increase attendance in the Under 10 section by over 400% which is a great achievement considering the district is yet to have its own Under 9’s league. The credit should go to all the clubs for getting information out and encouraging young and keen cricketers to their clubs. Special mention should go to the West Dorset committee who do a great job of bringing the district together and are a fantastically dedicated group, passionate about West Dorset Cricket.


Since those assessment sessions the squad sessions have been running for 8 weeks indoor and 4 weeks outdoor sessions have proven to be a big hit with all those involved. The programme has been devised to encourage players to learn more about what it takes mentally to become a good cricketer and how making the right decision at the right time impacts the game. As the weeks have progressed there has been a dramatic difference in the player’s ability to solve a problem on the field in a game situation. 


A lot of the technical input has been to improve the strength of the batting right the way through the age groups, including fun and innovative drills alongside the grooving drills many of the players were familiar with.


Results are already beginning to come as all sides competed well in the indoor six a side competitions this year winning almost twice as many games as last year and special mention should go to Simon Roles and his U14 side who won their competition at the Cricket Centre.


The West Coaching Team comprising Simon Roles, Lee House, Lewis Stripp, Nick Roe and myself, have thoroughly enjoyed working with these talented players and although we still realise there is a lot of work to do in raising the profile of West Dorset Cricket but we feel ready to have a big impact on district cricket in the years to come.

This has been a key step and one which takes East Dorset closer to my vision as laid out at the commencement of my role.��All in all, I have been extremely pleased with my first full term in this position, with consistent progress happening. I see our role in the East as providers for the county system, and this means creating more players who can compete at county level; we have gone some way to doing this with a number of East players being invited to county training and ultimately added to squads. ��I look forward to seeing many of you over the coming season.

Coach education may change from 2011 onwards. Some of the options being considered are:


A movement towards  integrating more cricket explicit skills


Specific courses to cater for coaches working with U13s, young people and adults.


A change in the qualification framework working towards a diploma but still incorporating CPD. The process could commence with two generic day modules including SPC and First Aid.


The retraining of the tutor workforce over a period of say six months prior to change. At worst there could be a potential 50% change in course content.
